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NO LAND FOR ALIENS
WHO FIGHT FOR FOE

Ottawa, April 22.—The position of
alien 'enemies was considered to-
day by the Scnate in the bjll amend-
ing the Dominion lands Act.

Senator  Bradbury stated that
muany persons of alien origin, who
had come to Canada before the war
and made homestead centries, had
ft Canada when war was declared,
:nd had entered the armies of the
countries of their origin and had
fought against the British ciuse, le
said that such persons should bhe
prevented, hercafter, from obtaining
homesteuad rights in Canada. In
fact, personally, he would not al-
low such persons ever to re-enter
(Canuada.

Sir James Lougheed said the
act provided that a person to obe-
tain 4 Canadian homestead had to
make affidavit that he had not borne
arms azainst the King., However,
he would be willing to make the pro-
igions stronger to meet the cases
referred to by Senator Bradbury, and
the clause was held for further con-
sideration.
