Mayor Davies said he hagd attend-
rd i chureh in Toronto that morning
where he had listened to the strains
hf the United States national  an-
 hern, and had seen the [Inion Jack
ind the Stars and Stripes draped side
)y le.  The sight ralsed a lump
n his throat, and in his heart he
Mopied to God that there may nover
come @ time when anything would
sever the relationship which the war
hadd  brought ahout between Canada
end the United States.

Father Minehan regretted that he
wis uniable to address the andience
in the Polish language, bat declared
that I'oiand haed heen dear to him
since hiz childhood, e of the recls
1tions he learned at  school  wayo
e Downfall of P'olund,” by the |
Poct Cinpphell. That appealed ln,
the Irsh, because they  adsae had
fought for their independence and !
liberty, *The Irish may be lm:nen,!

but they won't stay beaten; and the
Poles never acknowlvedged defeat,”
sidd Father Minehan.
