KILLED BY TRAIN

Joht_l Draldge of Moffat, Ont.,
Dies of Injuries in West-
ern Hospital

John Draldge, aged G0 years of
Moftat, Ont., a cattle driver, was run
over by a passenger train at the
West Toronto station yesterday even-
ng and so badly injured that he
died last night in the Western Hos-
pital.

Both men were handling ten head
of cattle and in their efforts to drive
the cattle over the crossing in saft-
ty before the arrival of the fast ao-
proanching passenger traln were
themselves struck. The engineer
and several cars passed over the
body or Draidge.

Hiy teft legy was amputated below
the knee, his skull fractured and
his face badly lacernted.

l.ittla hope for his recovery was
held out from the time he was ad-
mitted to the Western Hospftal. Tie!
was unconsclous and was sufrorlm;.
from loss of blood in addition to
other injuries, The body will be
tiaken to the Morgue, and a coron-
er's inquest held,
