ALIEN REGISTRATION

Capt. Carter Points Out
Alien as Well as Brit-

ish Must Reg-
~ ister

The recent successes of the enemy
on the Western front have caused
Germans and Austrians in Montreal
and district to become indiscreetly
Jubilant, and as a result a number
of them have been rounded up and
will work off their ill-timed enthu-
siasm for the Fatherland in the con-
fines of an internment camp. There
are 21 of them, and it is the largest
party that has yet been sent up to

Kapuskasing. Most of them were
men who were permitted to go on
with their daily 1ourtine on condition
of reporting regularly to the Aliens
Registration Office; but the “vic-
tories,” including the bombing of
hospitals behind the lines and the
killing of women and children in
Paris by the long-range gun, made
them forget that they were here on
suffrance,

Capt. Carter, Registrar of Enemy
Aliens, states that the greatest men-
ace to Canada is not s0 much these
avowed enemies as those Germans
and Austrians who acquired na-
turalization within recent years. As
“British” subjects they have much
more latitude in what they do and
say, and unless a charge of treason
can be' proven against them, they
cannot be nailed down.

NATIONAL REGISTRATION.
Capt. Carter called attention to a



despateh in yesterday's Gazette from
Ottawa, in which the statement |s
made that “as every British subject
over the age of sixteen years {s re-
quired to register, it is estimated that
the number of registrations will be
in the neighborhood of five million,
and the task of taking the census
will be a colossal one.” As a mat-
ter of fact, he pointed out, it is ob-
ligatory, according to instructions he
has received from Ottawa, for all
men and women over the age of six-
teen, whether British subjects or
allen subjects, to register, The re-
gistration is for all persons over 16
in Canada. This Is also made plain
by Mr. L. G, Cresse, supeéerintendent
registrar for the Island of Montreal,
who has announced that Interpreters
will be available, so that no for-
eigner may have the excuse that he
was not able to make himself un-

derstood.
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
