- KINGSTON, Ont., June 35.—A day
or o ago 8. J. Rodger, of this city,
acting for the Netherlinds Govern-
ment, pald to Karl Kessler, a con-
viet in the Portamouth penitentiary
the equivalent of about $300, being
his pension from the German army,

of which he had been a member for
many years. Accompanying the pen-
sion was intimation from th German
authorities that this would be the
Inst instalment which Kessler would
recelve for sometime owing to the
fact that money was becoming short
in Germany. .,

Kessler was among the Germans
interned In Fort Henry early in the
war and gave copsiderable tronble
to the guards, finally assaulting one
of them so heAvily that he landed
behind the bars at Portsmouth, for
his offence. He has still some time
to serve there.
