AMONGST HUNS

Austrian Government Had
Close Watch on Its Own

(Canadian Press Despatch.)

New York, July 12.—How the
Austro-Hungarian Government got
control of the savings of its immi-
grants to this country through the
Transatlantic Trust Company, now
seized by the Government, was told
to-day by Francis P. Garvan, inves-
tigator for the Allen Property Cus-
todian.

Austro-Hungarianimmigrants,upan
their arrival in New York before the
war, he stated, were met at the dock
by an agent of the bank, who direct-
ed them to the boarding-houses, the
keepers of which were representa-
\tlves of the Transatlantic institu-
‘tion. Even the services of clergy-
'men were utilized by the bank's of-
cials to impress Austro-Hungarians
with the importance of placing all
thelr funds and savings with the es-
tablishment whose controlling hand
reached over from Vienna. -

Millions of dollars’ worth of Aus-
tro-Hungarian and German war
bonds, advertised by the bank in
George Sylvester Vliereck's weekly
paper, called The Fatherland, among
other publications, were sold to these
ifmmigrants and even to others who
had taken up American citizenship.

On the day it was seized by the

Federal authorities the bank had
14,000 depositors and 60,000 custom-
ers located throughout the country.
Its deposits totalled $7,000,000. Since
its organization, and prior to Amer-
tca's entry into the war, it had sent
a total of 182,000,000 kronen (8$72.-
800.000) to Austria-Hungary.
" The Austro-Hungarian Govern-
‘ment according to Mr. Garvan, sih-
sidized the institution by placing with
1t 4,000,000 kronen at one-half per
cent. .interest. Commercial bankers
of the Dual Monarchy increased the
subsidy by 4,000,000 kronen without
interest, a tofal investment of ap-
proximalely $3,200,000,
