The case was investigated by the
Dominfon police and when It was
found that the men were receiving
sufficlent wholesome food ang that
thelr only grievance was the adop-
tlon of the Food board regulations,
the Dominion police cautioned them
that they must continue to work or
be interned,

The warning has been effective and
the threatened “grub strike” did not
develop.
