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ASK OFFICIALS
TO BE PRESENT

Dominion G.W.V.A. Invites
Government Men to At-
tend Meeting

ALIEN ENEMY COMMITTEE

Delegates the Guests of the
Lieutenant-Governor at
Government House

Representatives from the Depart
ments of the Federal Government
which take care of the interests of
the soldier, returned and overseas,
and his dependents will likely at-
tend to-day’s session of the Domini-
on Great War Veterans® Convention.
Messages were sent when the con-
vention opened requesting them t
do =o. '

The Western delegates to the con-
vention are not all satisfied wit}
the Government's land settlement
scheme, and they intend to ask for
a more progressive policy in this
departmeht. A demand for an
equality in pensions will come from
all quarters. Other matters pertain-
ing to the returned soldier and his
dependents will furnish the topics
of lively debates to-day.

Anticipating the spirit of the con-
vention, Col. Purney when he open-
ed the session last night asked to
decide upon some procedure while
the Government representatives
were in the hall. 1t was finall;
agreed to allow cach fifteen min-
utes and to ask them to remain to

listen to the discussion which would
follow.

An Enemy Alien Committee.

Many resolutions have been placed
before the Committee upon Resolu-
tions.s _Twenty of them dealing with
the alien question were sent back
last night to the convention. Upon
the suggestion of Coloncl Pidgeon
and Captain  Jeakins, they were
placed before an Enemy Alien Com-
mittee which was selected for the
purpose,

“If we were to discuss the merits
0f each resolution upon this sub-
ject we would be here until Christ
mas,” sald the President, who ask-
rd the committee to draft & con-
crete resolution for the convention,

‘Che convention acceded to the re-
juest  of Vice-President James
Robinson of Vancouver that it hear
Mr. A. A. De Turennce of 3Secattle,
Washington. Mr. Turenne, with
six other giembers of the G.W.V. A,
wvho hiad gone to the United States
with the assistance of the Vancouver
branch, formed a branch in Seattle.
tHle pointed out that there was neges-
5ity for branches of the G.\W.V.A. in
the United States to take care of
the interests of the returned soldier
who sought to improve his condition
by leaving Canada. There were
Canadian societies in cities in the
United States, hut they could not
grant the assistance necessary.

Guest at Government House,

‘The convention was the guest of
the Lieutenant-Governor at lunch-
eon yesterday. The speakers were
Sir John Hendrie, Sir Willlam|
Hearst and Mr. Willilam Proudfoot.!
M.PLP The speakers urged the
delegates to exercise great care in
their deliberations, since the people
of Canada were watching the re-
sults of the convention. In reply
Col. W. FP. Purney said that the
members of the association were
impressed with the seriousness of
their tusk. There would be no un-
reasonable requests made upon the
Government.

I read the address of yvour Pre-
sident yesterday, and [ found it full
of suggestions worthy of <erious
consideration.

“You represent i great bodv of
men in Canada, and a greater hody
to return. You must consider them.
1 don't like to give you advice, but
consider everything carefully,” eaid
Sir John, who expressed the opinion
that Canada had not had time to
take care of her soldiers. The pen-
sions of the men in the ranksshould
be much higher.

Better World After the War,

Sir William Hearst expected great
results from the deliberations of
the convention. Opportunity speit
responsibility, and great responst-
bility rested upon the convention. He
thought that the world would never
be the same after the war. It would
‘be a better world.

“Jf the war has done nothing clse
ft has helped to break down class
prejudices, and surely in the days to
come wec cannot overlonk our fel-
lowmen, but must work to make
Canada a greater country and kill
the vices that endanger her.”

G. W. V. A. Potent Influcnce.

Mr. Proudfoot pointed out that
lanyone who understond the trend of
affairs in (anada would realize that
the ;. W. V. A, was going to be a
| potent influence in the life of the
country. The returned soldier was
lentitled to great consideration from
the people of Canada because of the
jdebt to those who died and suffered
{in the defence of the Empire and
| humanity.
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
