Poland's magnificent army of 20,000
mcn: now fighting In France, is one
of the greatest wonders brought
about by the great world war. The
fact that, approximately, 15000 of
thesz men -have passed through the
Poligh concentration camp at Nia-
gara-cn-the-Lake -on  the way’ to
Franece, is in itself unique. )

through the Nationnl Polish Commis-
sion, of which Paderewski, world
famous planist, is the leader Tt has
beeri said by the Poles themselves
that when Poland is regained Pade-
reweski will be king. The Polish
army- was created by President Poin-
care .of the French nation in Jan-
uary, 1917, in recognition of a debt
due the Polish nation by France.
They Yearn ¥For llome.

For more thanone hundred years
1t has been.the desire of the Poles
to return to their native land, which
hias probably seen more bloodshed
‘caused by wars than any other
country in Europe.

The opportunity
dearést wish_ was
through the French President, and
they immediately seized it. The re-
sult ivas that a National Polish Com-
misgion was organized in January of
1917( . before the United States came
into the war, its object being tu re-
cruit all the Poles in the TUnited
Statés and Canada for service ovcer-
seas. The Fremch Government us-
sumed all responsibilties of the army-
and pays all the expenses. '

Tue majority of the Polish soldiers
have been recruited ‘in the United
states, having come from some of
th largest cities, these including Chi-
cago, . Buffalo, Springficld, Pitishurg,
and New York., -Polish recruiting
depots are also stationed at dMontreal,
Toronto, and Winnipeg.

When the recruiting for the Polish
urmy started in January, Niagara-in-
the-Lake was chosen for 2 concen-
tration camp. While at Niagara-in-
the-Lake they are under the com-
mand of Canadian administrative of-

ficers stationed at . headquarters.
They include Lieut.-Col. A. W, Lepan,

Uniformed Like French.

They wear the blue-grey Irench
uniform, with the exceptlon that the
badges bear the Polish eagle.” The
privates, while in the concentration
camp, wear the old Canadian militia
uniform, but upon arrival in France
they are given the blue-grey uniform.

They are taught the French drill,
They are.
a splendld race of men and have
sacrificed all they hold dear to go to
France and fight the Hun and regain
Poland. .

Theso men receive 5 cents o day
French pay and are paid $10 a montn
by the Polish Commission. They for-
sgok all to join their army. Through
influential .men $§L000,000 has . been
raised for the malntenance of thelr
families. .
_The Polish soldiers at the camp at
Niagara at present include Russian
Poles, German Poles and Austrian
Poles. They arc a happy crowd of
men, with one object in view—to get
back to thelr own country. - ’

The Nlagara Falls chapter of the
American Red Cross hes also done
great things for the Poles at Nia-
gara. The Polish White Cross, of
which Madame Paderewsk! is presi-
dent, at Washington, works through
the American Red Cross at the camp.

Last week a tent was opencd by
them, designated at Service Statien
No. 1 of the American Red Cross.
This serves as'a place of meeting for
the soldiers with -their friends. Each
week-end the women' of the chapter
come over and bring the meh all
kinds of comnforts. No Polish sol-
dier leaves the camp at Niagara-on-
the-Lake without a full equipment of
every Kkind _of comfort. . Toronto
women have formed 2 Mothers’ Club,
and go over at stated times to mend

-the soldiers’ clothes. i

The Niagara Falls Red Cross chap-
ter also sends nurses to the camp
each week-end to care for the men.
