Riot Saturday Night.

Thirty-four persons are officially|
reported injured and are subject to |
medical treatment. following a riot
Saturday night in which civil police
and a mob composed of 1200 civilians
and returned wounded soldiers partici- |
pated, The affair was a4 sequcl to|
the riots of I'riday, but in this cuse|
no property wus damaged. |

Ilight of the 34 people injured were
members of the police foree, but their
injuries did not necessitate attention
at hospital Several personsg arc at|
the General Hospital and nine in St
Michael's, |

Rumors that further vioting was In-
tended on Saturday resulted in the
entire police force bemmg held 1n re-
serve, A picket of 100 soldiers was
brought trom Niagaira camp,

Mayor Church attempted to address |
the crowds at various places in thoe!
centre of the city, but in each case he |
was jeered down before he had been
speaking many minutes. l

Major A. T. Hunter, president of the
Parkdale branch of the (.

Trouhle at Bus:est Comer,

The trouble staried at 7T p.m. at
College and Yonge strects, one of the
city's busiest corners. Abouc 500 poo-
ple, civillans and soldiers, gathered at
this point, and commencing to move
in the direction of a cafe, the police!
intervened. ‘T'wo returnced soldiers,
thought to be the ringleaders, were
apprehendcd and immediately the
crowd closed in on the police, hurling
sticks and stenes. Tne police drew
their batons for protection. but the
crowd became more infuriated and in
the ensuing struggle many were i0o-
jured.

In another section of the city mount.-
ed police charged a mob and several
were injured. Stories of trutal beat-
ings administered by the police to
men and women, and even small boys,
were told by eve-witnesses. (One In-
stance was that of a blind man, who,
assisted by two littie boys, was makx-
ing his wayv along the street crying
“1 am blind, lead me out of here.” He
wae struck down by a polfceman. \
mechanic in the Roval Air Force, who
took no part in the frucas, was at-
tacked by four policemen, who struck
him repeatediy on the head until his
face was streaming with blood.

All troops were confined to their
camp on Saturday night and again
Sundav night.
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
