MAYOR INTIMATES SOMIE OF
THEM MAY LOSE
i LICENSES,

Mayor Church announced yester-
day that License lssuer Davenport
would make a report on the eating
houses of the eity, giving the nation-
ality of the proprietors nnd also of
tho help, and in cases where enemy
alieng were being employed the own-
ers might lose their licenses,

“I nm doing all T ¢an to remove
the cause of the trouble,” said his
Worship.

“Since | was apprised of the situ-
ation on Saturday morning there has
been no destruction of  property.
Had 1 known of what was going ng
early Saturday wmorning 1 woul
have visited the restaurants myself
and would have tried to stop the
rains.”

Sixty per cent. of the restaurant
business of the eity is in the hands
of aliens, according to an official of
the Department of Ilealth. Of this
number about 3% Der cent. are
Greeks.

The places are inspected twice a
month by the sanitation branch of
the department, and the score shects
show that the alien owners, and the
Greeks particularly, have very high
averayes.

While the majority of summonses
tor unclean places are Issued against
allens, the total is very low, only
about six cases occurring this year.
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
