His paper
is the official organ in America of
Premler Venizelos, and represents
the party in America Intensely loyal
to the allies. e came to Toronto to
get first-hand information respect-
ing the altacks upon the Greek
restaurants, and has onlv one re-
gret with him  that such attacks
serve to help uan active propaganda
that The Nationa!

Pleased With Situation.

Speaking to The Globe just hefors
his departure last night, he suid:

I have been asked by the New
York National Herald, the leading
Greek publication in America, to
visit Toronto and investigate the
situation regarding the recent un-
fortunate events against the Greek
restaurants, Before leaving the
Queen City, 1 wish to make a state-
ment, with the hope that it may
leud up to a befter understanding be-
tween that section of the Canadian
public which is dissatisfied with the
Greeks, and those who have suffered
its a result of this dissatisfaction.

I have been very cordially receiv-
ed by Mayvor Church and the Aecting
Chief of Police. and they both have
assured nie that the Greek popula-
tion of Toronto is a very law-abld-
ing element, and that their conduct
has been satisfactory. The riots
were a result of a misunderstanding,
which, according to Mayor Church,
resulted by the failure of the Cana-
dian ;overnment to settle the gques-
tion of allird and neutral aliens in
the Doniinton,

It has been stated in some of the !
locul papers that 1 have said pro- !
German Greeks are behind these |
riots.  All 1 have stated in this di- |
rection is that there is a certain ele- !
ment both in the States and Can-'
ada, who call themselves Greeks !
and who are not really (ireeks. They \
really belong to othep Balkan na- !
tionalities. enemy to thd allied rause.
and this element is pro-German.
They, of course, delight most heart-
fly in these riots. No true Greek is:
a pro-German to-day. because Ger-
mins are as much the cnemies of
Greece as they are the enemies of
C'anada.

have enjoved in this beautiful coun-
try of Canada.” ‘!
