that auxiliary crulser was sent
down by H.M.8. Highfiyer.

Fritz, who refused to give his
name, was taken prisoner In that
actlgn, put on board a British ves-
sel and sent to Jamalica, after which
he was bYrought to Canada and
placed in an internment camp at
Amherst. Now he Is being repatri-
ated as an exchange prisoner, and
he counts on returning to the fath-
erland within three weeks,
