UNTIL GOVERNMENT OFFICIAL-
LY REMOVES THEM FROM
THAT CATEGORY.

regarded as allen enemies by both
the Dominion Police and the city
police, and will continue to be re-
garded as such until some order is
{ssued by the Government classing
them otherwise, notwithstanding the
fact that the allles are no longer
fighting Bulgaria. Newlpaper ac-
counts of the secession of Bulgnrin
from the Central powers are not ac-
ceptable to Col. Sir Percy Sherwood,
Chief Commissioner of the Domin-
Police, or Chief Ross of the clty
‘police, as official notice to  re-
gard Bulgarians living in this coun-
‘try as other than allen encmies.
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
