(Canadian Press Despatch.)

Ottawa, Oct. 10.—Mr. C. H. Cahan.
K.C., of Montreal, the recently ap-
pointed Director of Public Safety,
who was in the Capital to-day, Issu-
*d a statement indicating the pur-
pcses for which the new depaitment
nig been created and the ileld which
‘t will cover. He says:

“About iive months ago Sir Rob-
>rt Borden requested me to make a
careful investigation, among other
things, into the activities of certain
emissaries of the Bolshevik operat-
ing _in_ certain industrial centres in
Canada, concerning which more or
less vague reports had come to tho
knowledge of members of his Gov-
’roment.”’

“Revolutioniry associsgions have |
been formed in at least twenty ja-.
dustrial centres throughout Canada,
and these are now carrying on a
very active propaganda.

“A muss of revolutionary litera-
ture has reached Canada direct
from lled Guard associativns in Fir-
land, from Petrograd, and from
Germian propagandists in  Spaiu,
while several publications c¢f a sim-
ilar kind have been sent across the
border from Chicago, Detroit and
Buffalo and Seattle for distribution
in Canada. Thege are printed in the
English, TRussian, [Ukraimian and
Finnish languages, and advocate the
overthrow of constitutional Govern-
ments, the seizure of private pro-
perty. sabotage and industrial
strikes.

Labor Leaders Kept Aloof.

‘“The Canadian Labor leaders have
evidently kept free from and ha\'eq
given no encouragement to this agi- '
tation. which is of the most sedmous
and wicked character.

publications. I have acceded to this’
request temporarily, and later, {f the
necessity is then apparent, a more -
permanent organization wiil be ef-
fected by the Department of Justice.
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
