Ke was re-
commended by Col. Rogers for a lieu~
tenancy, but he preferred to so to
France with his men as a private
in the 2nd C.MLR. in April, 1918. He
was wounded October 3, and moved
to England October 9. Pte. Anderson
was & St. Andrew's boy, and when he
enlisted he was with the Home Bank.
