6,000 ENEMY ALIENS
ARRESTED IN STATES

WABHINGTON, [Dec. 6. — The
story of Yow ene uentl have
been caught, disloyalty suppressed,
draft slackers apprehended, dan-

gerous CGermans (interned, explo-
slops and other sabolage prevent-
ed, and enemy seécrets ferreted put
for use against their armies abroad
was given to-the hliu today In
Attorney-General W. Gregory's
annual report.

Through a great corps of De-
partment of Justice civil officers.
secretl apgents and cltizen volun-
teers, this big job of policing has
been accomplished, said the Attor-
ney-General, with a minimum dis-
turbance to the npnormal life of
communities and with constant ef-
fort to avoid encroaching on the
freedom of speech, action and poll-
tical eriticism,

The Attorney-General disclosed
‘that only 6,000 enemy allens have
been arrested on Presidential war-
rant and examined with a view to
internment, and that *“a consider-
able” of these have been placed In
Internment camps administered by
the army. The balance were par-
‘oled. Most epemlies interned were
German men, and there were coms-
paratively few . German women or
Austro-Hungarlans, About 480,000
ﬁtrmant have been registered in
