‘Where, however, enemy property in,
Canada {s indicated, or dehts cwing|
to alien enemies by Canadians, or.
dealings contrary to the tern's of *he
consolidated orders, Investigations
have been fully and completelv made,
Where the correspondenca not
disclose the facts complag the
cases have been piaced in the hands
of chartered accountants . inves-:
tigation, and detailed reports have
been submitted.

emy property in Canada, or riebts:
owing to alien enemies, applications’
have been made to the courts tor .
the appointment of receivers and.
controllers, or for the windins np of
the ‘enemy concern. The S:cretary -
of State has authority under his own'
warrant to wind up an encmv con-
cern, but after due deliheration it
was consldered advisable thot the
authority of the court shonld ve In-
voked in all cases. It i3 siapossiple
to say what may result from the
treaty of peace with respous to en-'
emy property and debts, and i’ was
consldered proper, for the protecticn
of all concerned, that th: rourts
alone should deal with enun:v pro-;
perty, H
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
