Inspector of Detectives George
Kennedy tendered his resignation to
the Board of Police Commissioners
yvesterday afternoon. Inspector Ken-
nedy has completed 31 years of ser-
vice on the force and will retire at
the end of the month on pension.
Je will be given three months' holl-
day, with salary until April 1, 'at
which time his pension will become
eflective. Mr, Kennedy was ~ap-
pointed to the head of the detective
force six years ago, succeeding In-
spector Duncan, who resigned fol-
lowing ans investigation. FPrevious
to this appointment Inspector Ken-
nedy had charge of the Moral-
ity Department for three years, Be-
fore being made an Inspector Mr.
Kennedy was for five years a detec-
tive. He started as a third-class
constable in 1887, patroling the
beat for fifteen years, after which
time he was made a plajnclothes-
-man. He was only one year a
plainclothesman until he was pro-
-moted to acting detective. His abil-
i {ty as a police officer warranted fur-
. ther promotion and one year ltter hie
, Was promoted to the rank of full
{ detective.

i Imspector Kennedy's services will
1 be greutly missed not only by the
. citizens, thie Commyssioners and the
‘men of his departinent, but hy pri-
“soners, for the * falir und friendly
manner in  whieh he daalt with
‘them. His resignation from the de-
partment was a secret which the In-

ito return to his regular position |
‘with the Central Office shortly.
