ment of Labor show that outside of
several of the larger citles the situ-
ation s not serious and munition
workers, as well as soldlers, -are be-
ing absorbed faster than was antici-
pated. - It was expected there would
be a certaln amount of unemploy-
ment, but Canada s puu!n. from a
war to a co basgls with less dis-
turbance than was anticipated. The
labor situation mhbly the worst
in llntml.
