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POLES FROM CANADA
TO JOIN PADEREWSKI

TRANSPORT TLEVIATHAN TO
CARRY 600 SOLDIERS ON WAY
TO POLAND.

New York, Jan. 23. — Departure
of the American transport Levia-
than, which had been scheduled to
sall to-day, was postponed until 11
o'clock to-morrow morning, on ac-
count of the heavy fog. The ship
had been laid up here several weeks
because of engine trouble.

There are 60 first-class passengers
booked and 883 in the steerage. In-
cluded in the latter class are 600 Poles
recruited in Canada, who are bound
for Poland to join Paderewski's army,
