WINNIPEG, Jan, 28 --It ig not
likely that there will be further
rioting by returned soldiers In Win<
nipeg. . .The varlous returned. sol-
diers' associationg are arranging to
consuit together and resolutions are
being drawn up expressing the con-
fidence of the soldiers that the
objpcuunahle forelgners who have

en the object of the soldiers' com-
plalnu will now be dealt with by
employers and civic authorities, and
that many of them will volutarily
take themselves aoff.

Th soldiers will express their ap-
roval of the action which the re-
urned men as a hody chose to take

during the week-end in breaking up
Bolsheviki meetings and clubs of
enemy nationality, but in the be-
llef that the desired results will now
be attained, further violence wlll be
deprecated,

Filve men are now under arrest
as the result of the rioting. All are
civilians, and‘ are considered more
in the clasy of rowdy or petty thief
who took advantage of the sol-
diers® ralds to indulge in violence
and theft. None. of their cases
have been settled yet,
