EXTENDIN G still further its policy of assisting Returned
Soldiers in their re-establishment in civil life, as here-

tofore announced to the RETURNED SOLDIERS MANI-

TOBA COMMISSION, the Executive Committee of the

Winnipeg Branch of the Canadian Manufacturers’ Associa-
tion, at a meeting held January 28th, unanimously passed
the following resolution : ‘ '

“RESOLVED, that the Winnipeg Branch of the
Canadian Manufacturers’ Association agree to
-employ Returned -Soldiers who left their ser-
- vice, and to take on as many more additional
Returned Soldiers as their business will war-
rant. If enemy aliens are found to be employed
they will be replaced with - Returned Soldiers
wherever Returned Soldiers are able and wil-
l{ng to do the work.”

%A Committee has been appointed to mqet a
similar Committee of Returned Soldiers with a
view to giving effect to the foregoing policy.”
