A, E. Moore
has been named by the soldiers,
The representative of Labor will,
it is expected, be selected by the
counecil at its meeting on Tuesday
night. The_Premier indicated that
the drafting of a registration card
would be part of the work of the
Commission, which would have to
be satisfied that all who came be-
fore it were IQEI Eubjecls.
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
