Speaking of the wreatment of returned
soldiers on arrival In Quehbece, he read
a copy of a telegram which he had
1ccelved from the mayor of Quebec,
deallng with this matter, and also o

copy of u letter which he had sent
in reply.

A copy of the letter had also been
sent to all the branches of tho Great
War Veteransg' In the city with o view
to securing thelr actlon in the matter.
Deuling with the alien enemy ques-
tion, he saild, “When I hear of the
things that the enemy has done to
the men and women of northern
I'rance and Belgium, 1 do not blame
them: o bit when they say they will
never shake hands with them agaln
or work with them. Woe should give
the government time to do the work
properly, but the alien enemy, get
them out ns quickly as possible.

At the close of his address the
nmayor droew -the winning tlcket in a
raftie of a shaw! made by one of the
patients In Tuxedo hospital.

Major Grahum, senlor chaplain of
ML, 10, spoke oif the work or the
church among the mew' In the trench-
es und speuking of the morale of the
men he sald *I venture to say that
you can't find oen the face of!

Major Andrews, D.S.0., M.I’., was
the next speaker and spoke In part
as follows: "First of all I want t.

in the work with *vhich the sdldlers
organizations are now faced. [ can
