inals and /international ouuﬁn were not of a kind
to alter their character. They fought to dethrone vio-
lence and to establish the principle of ordered liberty
in Europe; they are not going to seek to dethrone
ordered liberty and establish a reign of violence In
Canada. Here and there advocates of disorder may
appear in their ranks, but the overwhelming majority
can be depended upon to deal with these, Anarchy,
lawlessness and license are exotic growths in the midat
of men who were willing to make the supreme sacrifice

for freedom and justice and right.
