Garden Cites for Soldiers.

The Unionist member for Park-
dale (Toronto), ™r, H. M. Mowat,
gave the House an Interesting ex-
planation of his scheme to establish
garden cities or industrial suburbs
§n each Province for returned dis-
abled soldiers. It was evident that
Mr. Mowat had given a good deal of
consideration to the matter, for he
®aid he had found the subject most
fascinating, and his outline of the
plan showed careful preparation.
In brief his view is that in order
to gssist returned soldiers to meet
the future with confidence the Do-
minion Governn .at should erect &
village in the neighborhood of a
eity in each Province, to afford the
poldlers resldences and workshops
where they may engage in the pro-
duction of goods formerly produced
in Germany and Austria, as well as
objects of art and literature, so as
to provide them with a permanent
source of income in addition to their
pensions. ‘These communities, he
thinks, should consist of homes, not
hospitals or barracks.

Mr, Mowat said he had received
letters from all parts of the Domin-
fon approving the ldea, including one
from the Great War Veterans. He
pointed out that there aras soldiers
who are not minded to go upon the
land, hanics and tradesnfén, par-
tially disabled, who have never been
on a farm, and who would not face
the rigors of farm life. There was &
gtrong demand on the part of

-~
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turned men for domestloity, and 200
modern but moderately-priced
houses should be erected by the Gov-
ernment in each community, which
the soldiers would have the option of
purchasing. Among the work they
could engage in would be toy-mak-
ing, the manufacture of stationery,
fans, paper-knives, jewellery,
brushmaking, art metal, harness-
making, bookbdbinding and the like.

Make Men Self-reliant.

Hon. Mr, Calder agreed with much
of what Mr. Mowat sald, but pointed
out that the Government's policy
was to meake the returned soldlers
self-rellant. He feared there would
be & tendency for them to lean upon
the Btate if Mr, Mowat's scheme
were adopted, There should be no
coddling. If the Government estab-
lished a community near Toronto
other Ontario cities would want one
also. Furthermore, the returned sol-
diers were opposed to communities
where they would be segregated.

Mr. H. H. Stevens of Vancouver
started an interesting little discus-
sfon with a reeolution favoring the
exclusion from Canada for a period
of twenty years of persons of enemy
origin. He sald there were at pre-
sent 6000 returned soldiers in Van-
couver out of jobs, and persons who
were practically Huns had all the
employment they wanted. He wish-
od especially to bar from the Do-
minfon ‘“international intriguers.”
8witzerland, Denmark, Norway and
8weden were literally infested with
gentlemen of this kind, he said, and
Canada could get on very nicely
without them. Naturalization would
not cure them, because “once a Hun

Hon, Mr. Calder agreed that any-
one who plotted against Canada dur-
ing the war should be excluded from
the country, and stated that an order
in Council had recently been passed
barring aliens of enemy countrieg
from the Dominion,
