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INALREPORT
OF REGISTRATION

In June 22nd 5,040,516 Men
and Women Signed—202,-
075 More Since Then

(Canadian Press Deapatch.)

Ottawa, April 10, — The final re-
port of the Board of Registration
which on June 22, 1918, took a cen-
sus of all people in Canada over the
nge of silxteen years, in order that
the full resources of the Dominion
might be mobilized for the prosecu-
tion of the war, was tabled in Par-
llament to-day. It is an elabora-
tion of the interim report made pub-
l{c last autumn, with final figures as
to the registration. The reporl
shows that on June 22 the number
of people who registered was 5,040,-
616, of whom 2,672,962 were malest
und 2,467,564 females. In addition
202,076 people were registered sub-
sequent to  reglstration day. The
totul cost of the registration to the
Dominion was $361,070.

The number of people of alien
birth who registered was divided
amongst the Provinces as follows:
Nova Scotla, 7,290; New Brunaswick
3,732; Prince Edward Island, 279
Quebee, 46,379; Ontarto, 109,645
Manitoba, 30.805; Alberta, 50,649
and British Columbia, 63,479,
