WINNIFPEG, April 24.—A motion
asking that Immedinte steps bs taken
to deport the Hutterites as undesirable
cltizens wans passed without a dlssent-
Ing wvate at the final seaslon of the
Manitoba Educational association this
afterhoon. Other motions passed in-
cludod the barring of all immigration
inte Canada for at least ten years to
come nf persons from allen enemy
countries, and that all consclantions
objsctors be classified as “undesirable
cltizens.*

Total prohibltion, making the manu-
facture, eale and Importiation of all
apirituoum liquors, except for medicin-
al purposss, illegal was approved.

The convention endorsed a pension
scheme for teachess and a recommen-
dation asking the government to ap-
point a commisslon to Inquire Into
the whole question of teachers’ salaries
and conditions of work. The survey
will take In a&ll western provinces.
