At the plenary meeting of the
Polish Counctl held at Hamilton on
April-28, representing all FPoles in
Canada, the following resolutions
were adopted:

Whereas, the Teschen distriot for
centuries was Polish soll, and te-
day, notwithstanding the efforts con-
ducted the past centuries to Ger-
manize and Bohemianize it it is
principally inhabited by Poles, and

Whereas Teschen is geographical-
Iy o component part of Poland,
forming an integral part of the
Polish coal basin, and its non-allot-
ment to Poland would entall a san-
guinary war between two nations of:
the Enteonte which might change en- |
tirely the future political structure
of the Central European powers,
and i

Whereas the neutralization of
Dantzlg would be a signal German
victory, and

Whereas the control of the Ger-
mans over Dantzlg would sever I'o-;
tagd from direct contact with so
magnanimous a nation as Great
Britain, with which the Poltsh nation
is desirous of the closest politleal;
and economlc relations, and,

Whereas, without Dantzig Poland:
cannot bYe the proper bulwark |
against Bolshevism and will be at:
the mercy of Germany. which will |
exploit this trlumph for it own
benefit and for Bolshevismi, and
~ Whereas Dantzig dld not become
' Germanized by the natural process
of evolu‘lon, but through superior
force and brutality, and on tav basis
of exceptional laws, which cannot
'be taken into conslderation in de-
termining natlonal affiliations;
Therefore, we ecarnestly appeal to
vour Excellency, in the name of
ecquity and justice, to recognize the
tull right of Poland te Teschen and
' Dantzlg, and thus not only =ave the
Polish people, whn never violated ¢
their oaths of fidelity, but also save
the principle of right before might,
of which principle you are a great
and cxalted advecate,
