AUSTRIANS SENT UNDER LS-
CORT TO CAMP KAPUSKAS-

at nlght, when certain indiacreet allens
evinced too much sympathy wilh the
lands they had turned their bgcks upon
in bygones years, nine. of them have heen
arrested by Capt. J. N. Carter, Reglatrar
of Enemy Allens, and are belng interned.

8ome of these wmen were taken on
Thursday evening, and were promptly sent
oft by traln under escort to Camp
Kapuskasing, in northern Ontario. These
men are all Auatrtans, who have enjoyed
llberty on parole during the war., Hav-
ing abused that provisional liberty, thelr
licenses have been rescinded.
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
