Oshawa, May 11.—The members
and adherents of the Greek Catholic

Church here have sent letters to
Hon. Arthur Meighen, Acting Min-
dster of Justice, and to Sir Sam
Jiughes, expressing thelr vehement
protest against the amendment to
the Juvenile Delinquents Act, 1908,
in the Dominion Parilament, accord-
ing to which the Greek Catholics
would lose self-government and be
known under the name of Roman
Catholic and their children In cer-
tain cases would be brought up in
the Roman Catholie faith.

They say that, whereas the Greek!
Catholic Ruthentans. in spite of the!
Polish Jesuits, succossfully struggled
through centurles in order tn pre-,
serve the purity of their Easlern!
ritual, here in Canada they want to)
be true to the traditions of their fa-i
thers, “and will never permit thui
French Bishops in Canada. to rob the !
Greek Catholic Ruthenians of thelr]
sacred privileges by Iincorporating.
them into the Roman Catholic
Chrurch.

They ask Hon, Mr. Meighen to
withdraw the amendment, as unjust|
and harmful to the interests of the!
Greek Catholic Ruthenians of Can-,
ada.

They also request Sir Sam Hughes
to volce their strong protest in the:
House of Commons, and through the
Dominion delegates at the Parls Con-
ference, agalnst annexation of their
native land of Ukrainia and Eastern
Galicia, under the Roman Catholic
Poland. And they ask him to use his:
influence that the Paris Conference

recognize the independence of
Ukralinia in her ethnological boun-
darles.

They appeal to Greek Catholle
congregations and clergy all over
Canada to protest strongly by send-
ing' resolutions condemning the am-
endment, to the Acting Minister of
Justlice. The appeal is signed by
Juzko Franko, President, and John
Whytyn, Secretary.
