IN WINNIPEG
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At 11 a.m. Thursday, All Or-
ganizations Affiliated With
Trades Council Will
Down Tools.

RETURNED MEN CHARGE
BOLSHEVISM RESPONSIBLE

Unions Run by Demagogues Who
Wish to Protect Enemy

Aliens, Say Veterans.

WINNIPEG, May 14.—At a mee-
ting of the Trades and Labor Council
last night a svympathetic strike was
ordered to take place at 11 o'clock

on Thursday morning. This is the re-
sult of a strike vote taken in sym-
pathy with the building and metal
trades workers who are still out.

Veurrans to Meet. :

At the call of the pres.dents of the
G.W. V. A, the Army and Navy Vet-
erans, and the Imperial Veterans, a
mass meeting of all veterans, 16,000
in number, will be held at § o'clock

to morrow moruning to discuss the at-
titude of returned soldiers in the
event of a genceral strike.

The presidents stated that they
wish it distinctly understood that this
1S not an effort against legilimate
strikes, nor an effort at strike break-
ing, but simplyv a meeting of returned
nien to consider how they can best
co-operate with the authorities in
maintaining law and order should
riots develop, with attendant menace
to life and property.

It is stated that 80 unions, involv-
ing approximately 25,000 workers,
will lay down tools,

Ernest Robinson, business agent
and secretary of the Trades and
Labor council, gave out the follow-
ing announcement:

“A general strike has been called
nf all organizations affiliated with the
I'rades and Labor Council. The strike
will be called Thursday morning at
11 o'clock. Every organization but
one voted overwhelmingly in favor of
A Strike and the biggest strike in the
history of Winnipeg will take place
as above stated. No exceptions are
expected in this strike. All publie
utilities will be tied up In order to
enforce the principle of collective
bargaining,

“"Rallway carmen have decided that
in case of a general tie-up ail fore-
fhen refusing to handle tools will be
given the full protection of the or-
ganization, Transcona is included in
the general strike.




Veterans Are Neutral,

Deploring the fact that conditions
:erist which have led to the present
industrial unrest, the Winnipeg
branch of the G. W. V. A, last night
issued a statement over the signa-
ture of Geo. P. Welr, chairman of the
gxecutive committee, stating that the
assocjation’s attitude '‘is one of strict
neutrality."” The statement adds:
“That our organization is one which
will uphold law and order at all ha-
zards, for we desire any change in
our economic and industrial system
to come through constitutional
means." 4

Resent Bolshevism, 1'

Keenly resenting what were de-~
sceribed as the pro-Bolsheviki and pro-
Spartacin resolutions passed at the
Trades and Labor Council at lulr,a.n.;
the Army and Navy Veterans' ASHO-
ciation last night unanimously went
on record as beiug absolutely against
Bolshevism in all itg phases, declared
that the Trades and Labor Couneil in
Winnipeg did not represent true de-
mocracy and urged that all publica-
tions which advocated Bolshevism be
suppressed immediatelv that the
printers and publishers be deported
and that it be made a criminal of-
fence to be in  possession of such
literature."”

One speaker stated <hat 10,000
copies of the Socialist Balletin con-
taining a letter from Lenine, the



Russian PBolshevis# leader, had been
published by the Allled Trades and
Labor Council of Winnipeg. Reply-
ing to a comrade, the speaker sald
trade unionism was all right, provid-
ed it was run by sane men. If the
alien enemy and demaTr”ues were
cleared out, labor could have all the
trade unionism it wanted,

“We want the enemy allen
cleared out, but the labor couneil
says it wants to protect it, We are
out for a show-down, If the
Trades and Labor Council back
up the alien enemy, then we won't
back up the Trades and Labor
Couneil.”
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
