City in One of the Greatest Industrial Struggles Ever
Witnessed in Dominion—Postal Employees, Civic and
Railway Unions All Support General Strike — War
Veterans Endorse Unions But Demand Continuance
of Law and Order

WINNIPEG, May 15.—Winnipeg is now in the throes of
the greatest labor struggle of all her history, KEstimates vary
widely as to the total number of work people out on strike,
these running from 15,000 to 27,000,

The mayor and eity council are grappling with the problem of
maintaining the essential services of public utilities, police and fire
protection as the tie-up grows. Every walk of industrial and com-
mereial life in Winnipeg is represented among the strikers. Whole-
sale and retail stores are affected and in a number of cases closed.
The large departmental stores experienced only a partial walkout,
and are continuing to give HEl‘TiEE. 5

The above reaciution was unnani-
mourly passed at o mass mesting of
vetorans, at whica between 4,000 and
6,000 wers present nt the Convention
hrll of the Doard of Trads bullding
tonlght, and called by the executives
of the G.W.V.A., the Army and Navy
Velerans' assoclation nnd the Imper-
lal Veterans of Canada.
