ion on the matter, it hesitated to
take action. Recent events in the
West, however, with thelr revelation
of frankly revolutionary leaders,
have convinced the Government that
action cannot longer pe postponed
with safety, and that Investigation
will have the support of the coun=
try, Including that of genuine trades
unionists who are becoming alarm-
ed, and with reason, at the foothold

which Reds have gained in the Labor
movement,
