The fourth is Joseph Mayler, a
Bolsktevist by his own frank admis-
sion, who is out to overturn the
present system of Government, And
the fifth is R. J. Johns, one of the
worst Red_agitators in Canada, a
Winnipeg who in 1917 at a
public meeting of the Trades and
Labor Council urged a general
strike against conscription and na-
tional registration.

Johns is one of the prime organ-
izers of the Winnipeg strike aud he
also went to Toronto and was largely
instrumental in bringing about the
abortive general sirike therc. An-
other local leader 'is Mrs. Helen
Armstrong . who, according to ner
own word, has spent som< years of
her life in an Insane asylum. Her
husband, George Armsirong, another
notorious “Red.,” is one of the local
leaders, who drew doa2 upon hime-
self the wrath of returned men both
oyer the conscription issue and lat-
terly when returned soldiers went
on a rampage agalist a Bolshevist
meeting which sent greetings to the
Soviet Governmen: of Russia, and
the Spar in Germany.

F, J A soap-box orator,
' who is a nmber of the Legisiature,
had to flee for his !fe and wos bat-
tered by returned soldicrs when he
addressed a meeting in tiie Market
 Square in 1917, counseliing every-
body to burn their registration cards
and to resist conscription. He is an-
other of the leaders of the local re-
voit. Still another is John Queen,
a Socialist alderman, who partini-
pated in the same meetings and was
one of the objects of .thu patriotic
soldliers' ire.

Andrew Scoble and R B. Ru:ssell,
two more of the prime agitalcrs In
this defiance of constituted author-
ity, were active participants In the
Red convention at Calgary which
passed resolutions for the release of
German agents, others for the oa-
tablishment of Soviet Government
and proletarian dictatorship, and
still further resolutions. favoring
minority dictatorship of labor by
‘manipulated votgs such as that
which brought lhout the general
strike here. .
