'Unconfirmed Report States That Men Will Be Taken to Kingston,
Ort., For Arraignment—Labor Men Refuse to Comment On Gov-
ernment’s Action and ''Strike Brlletin'' Makes No Reference to
Arrests,




WINXIPEG, Man., June 17. == Tha

federal government todey made a dra-
matic move in connectlon with the
local sympathetioc sirike. As a result
ten labor leaders, most of whom have
played an {mportant gart In directing
the strike movemenrt, are tonlght be-
hind the bare In Stony Mountain pesl-
tentiary. ¥

The arrests were hased on warrpnis
charging with “inciting the police
force to neglect of duty,” and with
responslbility for publication In  the
Strike Bulletin last Wedgesday of n
wpecinl article eontalning *'false and
lhellous etatements.”” The slory was
headed “FPollce replaced by thugs”
and vigorowsly attacked the special re-
turmad soldler eonstables. The clvis
muthmritdes wara critielzed for dismiss-
ing the regular polica foroe.

Colncidentally with the arrest of
mirika leaders, tha pollce ralded itha
Labor Temple, the Ukralnian Templs,
and Liberty Hell, where vast quantiiies
of literature*was secored which, it 1s
gald, will be veed in the ulilmate trinls

The utmost secrecy  prevalled
throughout the preliminary procead-
inga of the arrest this morning. Cara-
fuily planned by the authorities with
tha eo-operation of the military Intal-
ligencoe department and other polion
branches, nol oné word of ths [(m-
pending arreata lealed out.

The special constabulary was mohll-
jmed in its entirety at headquarters and
other strategle pointa. A large flest of
mutomobliles was stationed at varfous
pre-arranged pointa and when the
sglgnal came the work started.

Are Found In Bed.

An automobile with mounted palics-
men sped away to the homes of the
imen they sought. Every man arrested
was found in bed., Each one aubmitted
quiatly on being shown the official
warrant for approhension.

No trouble was reported. Women In
the homes aof the arreafed leaders wers
naturally alarmed, and it was stated
that Mra. George Armstrong and Mre.
Wm. Ivens nearly collapsed from ner-
vous prostration.

It was raportied this evening, but
not officlally confirmed, that thosa
under arrest will be taken {0 Eingston,
Ont.. within a few daya for arralgn-
ment and teinl.

Ao Andrews, K.C\, retained by the
Dominion government me prosecutor,
siated the warrants for the four men
el Lo he aApprehended can ba execuied
anywhors {n Canada, Bam Blumen-
berg, & radical soclalist, Is reporied 1o
have crossed the boundary Into the
United Siates; W. A. Pritchar® a
prominent Vancouver, B.C,; lahor lead-
ar, is gald to be on his way back to the
Paoifio coast; H. J. Johns, looal strile
leader, is In Monirsal, and B. Devyat-
kan's wherenboutis are unknown to the
elty polios.

Although It was unofficially report-
#d that the Dominion goyernment con-
tempinted making arresta of all alleg-
ed mgilators In western citles, des-
patches from Vaocouver, Calgary, Ed-
monion., Baskatoon. Moose Jaw, Tte-
gina and Brandon stated that no such
action had been taken, Loesl polios
took Into custedy eleven men, charged
with pickeling and Intlmidailon,
