with. Elght days is the longest period
of remand which ocan be granted In
the inltial stages of a case of this na-
lure.

“That the men dld conspire agalnat
His Forson, George V."

“That they conaplred wiih intent

alnst the constitutional government
of Cannda."

“That they conspired with intent to

oppose_the authorlty of ennstahles ap-
pelnted by the city of Winnipeg."

"That certaln artleles published In
the Western Labor News were pub-
lished with intent to ridloule the con-
Tllll:tinnnl government of the Domin-
on."”

The charge of saditlous conspiracy
reads: ““That th men did consplre
with Intent to overthrow the constitu-
tianal gorernment of the Dominlon of

Canadn.
