The central strike committee nf 15
was in charge of the active direction
of the strike bt was poweriess to
take steps or put plans into execu-
tlon withont first reporting to the
genoral strike committes, according
to records of the committes read us
evidence thls morning by Mr. Coyne.

Plans ta flood T. Eaton Co. with

The_ “Bolsheviki funds” letter, pub-
lished by Senator Gideon D. Robert-
son, came up for further discussion.
A letter from C. Berg to R. B. Rus-
sell in which the term “Bolshevik
funds"” was declared to apply to
moneyv seént in by the miners' union,
was read.

Riot Premiums Trebled

Between 373,000,000 or §80,000,000
worth of riot insurance was taken
out just prior to and during 1the
etrike. W. D, Lbow, an insurance man
testified. Rates trebled during the
perlod of the walkout, he said:
