Judge Robson Calls on Witnesses
to Repudiate the Btrike
Teaders

SPEAKS TO INDIVIDUALS

But Also Included All Men Who
Have Not Been Re
instated

WINNIPEG, Bept. #—Judgs H. A,
Tobwon. @i the re-opening of thoe strike
probe today, oalled upon the members
of unions in Winnipeg who were hes
ing refused re-employment by the ems-
plovars of Winnipsg to repudinte the
strrie leaders, confess that they were
misied and (o come cut and =tate that
in future théy would not repeat the
history of the past. Mr. Hobson made
this statement 1o witnessea appearing
on behalf of employees of his govern-
ment of the Canadian National rall-
wiyd, bul klso ineluded all men wheo
had nol beon re<instated. 1f such &
gonfesaion were made, he lntbmated
the possibility of reinstatament of all
thoss ahiut out being re-employed Woas
el Yery remots

The (lret wiiness this forenocon, J.
Watson of the CanaMan Brotherhood
gf Nallrond smployees, embracing ox-
press and olerloal workers, testifiod
that diserimination had been display-
ed toward membarm of the organlifa-
tion, Questioned by Judge H. A. Ilob-
gon, witness admitted that the Can-
adipn Natlonal exzpress sfmployoes
were forming a nafon of thelr own.

Unlicsirable Dnflnens:

Caommiismsioner Hobson informed (he
witness Lthatl he was In & posilion 1o
know that there was an obsiacio In
ihe Foad to rée-employment of mem-
e of witness' unien: that It W
necessary for that body 1o gel to-
gather and take their affalrs info thelr
own hands, when, Judge Hobson had



reason to belleve, they would be taken
back. The eommissioner had placed
fhe sitpailon before the authorities al
Ottawa. Hefors any move could be
made toward re-employment the bro-
itherhieod would have to break away¥
from anp undesirable influence. Judgs
Robson pointed out to the action of
portal employees who had deavowed
reactionary motives in the sirike, smiy-
ing thal such a statament would form
o bagls for gsltiement; and he sugEezl-
ed thet the resolution be drafied by
the men thems=elves, who cughi Lo ves
that they wara misied by thesir lsad-
ore; Lthat they opght to slate that such
a strike wonld not occur aEgain.

Mr. ¢ P, Wileon siated thut no one
wighed to revoks power of thas
ptrike;: but the workdrs should realize
the error they had made

the commirsion undergtood the bhroe-
therhuod's position. The organizswiion
did not ordes the atrike, but the dif-
ferent dlvisions saw FIL to decldes such
action for themselves. The cj,pmh-:rm-
touk the voble and the offlelals did not
gae thelr way clear to condemn the
gitrike.
