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FORBIDS ALIENS
TO CARRY GUNS

Commons Passes Amend-
- ment to Criminal Code With—|
Opposition Protesting

Ottawa, Oct. 7. — After much
debate the Minister of Justice suc-
ceeded in getting through an amend-
ment to the Criminal Code forbid-
ding allens to carry flrearms or
other dangerous weapons without a
license.

Many Opposition members sprang
to the defense of thie alien on the
ground that he has ns much right to|
tote a gun as any British cltizen,

An amendment, moved by S. W.
Jacobs of Montreal, putting the for-
elgners on the same footing as Brit-
ish subjects was defeated by 65 to
34, Jos. Archambault of Chambly-
Vercheresxs and the cross-benchers
voted with the Government.

The farmers In the House jumped
with both feot on a bill to extend
the time during which oleomucgar-
ine may be manufactured in orim-
ported into Canada. Donald Suth-
erland, the arch-champion of On-
tario’s agriculturists, demanded a
vote, and In a sllm House was de-
feated by 22 to 15.

A resolution was passed In re-
gard to pensions for dependents of
men in the Northwest Mounted Po-
lice. The object of the bill, safd
Mr. Rowell, was to_put the widow
and children of a Mounted Police-
man who had served more than ien
vears, and was in the eervice at the
time of his death, in the same posl-
tion as the widow and children of
the man who had ten years' service
and retired before death.

Second reading was given to an
act providing, among other things,
that the Minister of Trade and
Commerce may extend the time pre-
seribed by the Patent Act for the
filing of documents or payment of
fees in connection with patents, If it
s shown that the patentee was pre-
vented from doing these things by
reason of actlve service.
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
