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WARIMEASURES ACT
IS STILL IN FORCE

JUSTICE GREENSHIELDS REN-
DERS DECISION AFFECTING
NEARLY 1,000 EVADERS

Montreal, Oct. 23.—Mr. Justice
Greenshields, in a judgment deliver-
ed this morning, sustains the appeal
made by the military authorities
against o declsion of Judge I.eel In
the Police Court here, fining Achille
Sanschagrin, alleged draft-evader,
$25 or one month in jall if pay-
ment of the fine is not made.

Judge Greenshields ruled that
fines in cases of offenses against the
Military Service Act must not be less
than $250 and not more than $5,-
000, and that in default of payment
evaders must be kept in jail for a
period not exceeding two years., lis
Lordship declded that the period of
proscription for offenses under the
act is two years, and not six monthe
ng lald down in the Criminal Code.
Lawyers for the defense clalmed that
Sanschagrin could not be trled, as
the charge against him had been
Inld more than six months after he
committed the offense. 1lis I.ordship
announced that the War Measures
\ct was still in force and would re-
main so until the Governor in Coun-
¢t jssued a proclamation deciding
otherwise.

The declsion of Mr. Justice Green-

shields affects nearly a thousand
cases of draft-evaders now before
the courts of Montreal- znd other

cities in Quebec.
