‘Ottawa, Ont., Nov, 18.—The de-
portation of enemy aliens held
prisoner of war in Canadian camps
is almost complete Over 2,000
Germans and Austrians have al-
ready been sent home via Holland
and other neutral countries. A
small batch of about 250 still re-
main to be sent to their father-
lands. These for the most part
are at Kapuskasing.

“Most of them take away a com-~
fortable “pittance since they were
entitled to .25 '‘cents a day while
eniployed in“the camps. They will
leave behind several well-cleared
and highly cultivated areas of
land in'New Ontario and else-
wheére which will be’ used for ex-
perimental farm purposes and as
1 nucleus for further settlement in
‘hese regions. ’
