Two Year Sentences Imposed
Upon Strike Leader Russell;
Six Are to Run Concurremtly

Strike Leader in Winnipeg Declares That He Was Not
To Blame, as He Carried Out Instructions of the Rank
and T1I:3—Judge Says That Under New Law Sentence
Might Have Been Twentr Years,

Winnipeg, Dee, 27—R, B, Russell, strike leader, was this fore-
noon sentenced to two years in Stony Méenntain penitentinry on each
of the six seditions eonspiraey eounts, and one vear on the count of
commitling common nuisance, sentenee to run concurrently, making
two years in all.

Russell was bl from the court ¥oom by Deputy  Sheriff John
Pyniger, with the cheers of his friends and supporters ringing in his
cars, Ope of those whe led in the demonstration—William Staples,
D) Warlaw avenue, a machinist in the C. P, R—was taken into
custody by Captain O, F. Wheeler on the order of the deputy sheriff,
it appeared for 4 moment as though a foreeful demonstration was
about to take place.

Mr., Justice Metealfe, before passing sentenees, nsked Russel]l if
fie had anything to say before sentence was passed upon him, and
Russil spoke as [ollows,
