Some think that a permon-
ent registration law should be pass-
ed, so that torelgners can be Check-
ed up at frequent iutervals by the
police.

Niagarn Falls, Ont.,, Jan. 7.—Re-
ports to the effect that scores of
“Reds” from the United States are
finding their way into Canada to
avoid arrest by Department of Jua-
tice ofiicials aro offset by the fact
that entrios from that country have
been less since Christmas then for
many years. Rigld examination by
immigration officlals prevents ad-
mission of any person suspected of
radical tendencles.

P. T. Harrieon, one ot the prime
movera, states that tho associntion
will immediately get in touch with
every War Veterans' Assoclation In
Cangda and ask these organizatlone
to help frustrate Reds and radicals
of any nationality from gaining a
fonthold in Canada. The Churches
will also be invited to send deputa-
tiona to the initial meeting of the
association, which will be held here
