formally entered the roll of the Allled
nations in the Great War, diligently played’
the enemy’s game during tho_lllo—and-denth
struggle in which hid 'own country was in-
volved. It is to be expected that this.sort
of & creature will continue his miserable
eftorts to injure his native land and to mis-,
lead its people by all the untruthful and
dishonest arts at his command. ‘

But there is no reason why Canada
should permit the Hearst sewers to dump
their pestilence into this country. This
country Is no garbage can. There is no place
here for the avewed and unscrupulous alien
enemy. The doors should remain barred.
And, at a,time when patriotic Canadian
newspapers have had to suspend publica-
tion temporarily, owing to the shortage of
newsprint, the Dominion Government might
well consider the advisability of stopping
the emormous supply of Canadian paper
consumed by the Hearst papers in publish-
ing these lying and dishonest attacks on the
Motherland and in endeavoring to sow dise
trust and discord between Canadians and
their cousins south of the international
boundary line. Too long has Canada per-
mitted the Hearst creature to bite the hand
that fed it. Has the time not come to ban
Hearst publications and Hearst news services
forever In this country and to stop their
supply of paper from this country? This
is not a matter of fiscal policy. It is merely
muzzling the frothing mouth of a dangerous

country, af hatred toward Britain, of dis-
tortion of facts, of dishonest treatment of
news, of faked cables, of pro-German propa-
ganda, of salaclous sensatfonalism, seeks
once more to dump his offal in this Do-
minfon. The war-time action of the Federal
Government in placing the ban upon his
papers met® with universal commendation.
Ielaxation of that restriction will be as gen-
erally. and as emphatically deplored.

The Globs believes ip the freedom of
the Press. It believes, too, in individual
freodom. But it recognizes the right of the
citizen to be protected from the criminal.
And it recognizes the right of the nation to
retuse its hospitality to the avpwed and un-
perupulous allen enemy.

In its issue of last Saturday, January
31, 1920, Hearst prints upon the editorial
nage of his New York American a plcture

of the mow British dreadnought, H.M.S.
Hood. And here is the text of his leading
editorial:

“Such battleships as this one pic- "~
tured on this page are therefore built
to menace US.

“They MUST be. '

“There 1s no other natlon against
whom England would need such ships.

“Bngland is not only strengthening
her huge navy.

“She {s enlarging her army. She
has appropriated $300,000,000 to build
up an ‘air fleet.’

“And we PAY THE BILL.

“That is just what we are doing,

“The money to build these battle-
ships and these alrships and to_en-
largo the British army is money DUH
TO US—interest due on the gigantic
joans Bngland obtained to use in her
war.

4‘Our Congress has decided that it
can spare enly $30,000,000 for an alr
floot—one-tenth what England has ap-
propriated.

“Qur Congress says we haven't any
jnore money to spare for airships.

“And then it proposes to excuse
Fogland from paying the interest for
throe years on her debt to us—because
England wants the money TO BUILD
SEA FLEETS AND AIR FLEETS!
