On the eve. of the Legislative ses
slou of the official organ of the sol-
diers, the Alb®rta Veteran, published
prominently this editorial comment on

necessity for action:

Nearly two years
ago this newspaper clamored for some
action towards disfranchising the ens
emy alien and &l such undesirables
The reply then was ‘wait for a little,
we are 100 busy’ Last year we again
repeatedly demanded that the undes-
irables of enemy-alien origin be cut
off from the vdte but again the issue
was sidestepped. On both sides ot
Alie House there appears to exist an
apathy which is not healthy. Speak-
ing bluntly, it appears that the value
of the possible and probable voting
support is deemed more desirable
than the justice of our demand
‘ Action Demanded,

The GW.V.A. has taken up this
question but never has received sat's.
factory solution or action. Our con-
tention has always been that with the
enemy allen and his kind out of the
voting we would have cleaner, better
and  brighter  polit in  Alberta.
Cleaner and better because of the
absence of their influenc brighter
hecause the constituencies, weuld thep
most assuredly reiurn different {ypes
ol representatives (o' the House at the
next election. Action should be tak-
en before the House settles down for
another term of vrocrastination *
