Commissioner Perry’s Re-
port Tells of Work Among
Aliens in West

HONORS WON OVERSEAS

Ottawa, March 22.—The onerous
duties carried out by the officers and
men__of -tho Royal North West
Mounted Police in the Western Prove
inces during the war perlod are told
of at gsome length in the report of
| Commissioner A, B, Perry for the
year ending September 30, 1819,
vhich was tabled In the Commons
.0-day by Hon. N. W, Rowell.
Commissioner Perry pays particu-
‘ar attentlon in his report to the
work of the Mounted Pollce during
:he unrest in the West which cul-
minated in the Winnlpeg and other
strikes. The sinister purpose behind
these demonstrations “was not real-
Ized by many who took part (n
them,” the Commissioner writes.
“A strlke of this nature 1s fraught
with great danger, and, if pushed to
the extreme, would endanger the
very existence of the State.”

Soil for Bolshevism.,

Deallng further with the work of
the Mounted Police among the ene-
my alfens in Canada, and particu-
larly in the West, Commissioner
Perry reports that many of these
men had to be brought to book for
rofusal to comply with the Reglstra-
tion Act.

Of the allens {n general Com-
missloner Perry reporta: “These
people as a body have shown little
appreclation of the juatice and falr
treatment meted out to them by the
peoplo of thls country. They have
shown themselves ready to follow
and eupport extremists who play
upon their ignorance and appeal to
thelr natural prejudices and eympa-
thy with the Central powera. Bnl-
shevism finds a fertile fleld among
them and 18 asslduously cultivated
by the ardent agitator.”

After making reference to the
orders passed providing for the in-
crease In the strength of the force,
Commissloner Perry gives the
strength at tho time of reporting p!
60 officers and 1,640 n.c.o’s and
men, and 833 horees. This Wwas ar
increaso of 8 officers and 871 other
rinks over the previous vear, afte:
taking into consideration the num-
bLer of men released for service witl
the two oversecs squadruns of cav:
alry.
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
