Convicted Strike Leaders At
Winnipeg Given Sentences

Of One Year Each In Prison

Crowds of Sympathizers Throng Courthouse, But There
Are No Demronstrations—Justice Metcalfe Resents
Remarks Made by One of Convicted Men in Reflecting
on Justice of Trial.




Winnipeg, April 8.—Senwmon

Before being sentenoed pach of
ithwe convicted men with the ex-
pepdion of Wililam  Ivens, when
maked I they had anyihing to say,
condemneg the (rlul gy unfolr and
reiterated thelr adhberence w the
princples of the righy of gencral
sirike and froe apocch.

Crowils o f sympaghizers
thronged the court and crowded
ihe halls dn the court bouss. Thoy
were more orfterly and ook (he
announcement of the seniepce
withoug any demonsiration. Trep-
aratlons had boen made W0 ars
for any demonstration  which
might have beepn made,  apd
squiads of provincial police and
Hoyal (anndinn Mouni®d Polion
woere siatloned In the court house,

The onvicted men whille waat-
ing for the court 10 COBVEND COli=
yvoerscd  freely and  apparently
light-heartcdly with their families
wngd friends in the oourt, John
Queen o particular keeping the
relatives of the prisoners, who
wiere in ihe jury box, in laughier
with witly salliex,

When Mr. Jusiioe Molcalle en-
tereil  tlee  court, A, J. Andrews,
orowin connsel, moved  for  een-
TeEmeD, Mr. Justice Metcalfe
sakod I connscl for the convylewed
men wished o make any  siple-
ment. E. J. MoMuoreny  stomied
that they dld nod. . Mr,  Justico
Motmnife asked for  the  Indlegs
muent, and psked Willlam Ivens,
ithe flest of the convicted men, D
b sentoneod, IF hoe wishod to say
nnyihing. Mr. Ivens sinted (hat
he did not, and wos sentenced,

Ax vach of the convicied sirike
londers peecslved  the  sentenoe,
he was tnken in charge by one of
the court bhalllfs and removed to
ithe provincial jail. The familics
of George Armwtrong and R, E.
Bray followed them from  thoe
viurt, wnd were allowed & Tew
minutes in privacy,

Scnsation o the Court,

A sensatlon was caused In the coaurt
when Mr. Justice Metenlls Interrupied
B. E. bray in hisg statemént and told
him thas! he had just commitied =&
moere gerious offense than that for
which he wos about (o be aentenced .
He had in his referencs . to the court
as being blased dald himself open to
AU mary seatence  for oan - Indefinite
' period

Crown counsel &t the conclusion of
e sesdlon mEked dherourt o tala

witheld the dignity of the court.



Mr., Justice Metenlfs stated that the
siatus of the judiclary of Canada was
being lowered by membersa of tho
leglslature under the cioak of priv-

llege. He was tired hs sad, of trying
o uphold the dignily of the court
when this was going on. The itime I8
coming rapidly, he deciared, when
men chiogen for tha honocrasle posi-
tlon of judge will prefer their own
private practiee. It snould not, he
sald, be left to the judges to uphoid
the dignty of Canadian law. Men
mhould not be sllowed (o make
apecches such a3 are belng mado dally
In reference to the trial of the strike
lenders, in which they reler to him asg
being a representative of the ' “oap-
ltalistic class."

HBray, when making his statement,
repeatedly caused the court displeas:
ure by stating that he had not had &
fo'r trial. That the triml and the
verdict wore o travesty of Britizsh jus-
tlee and referred to Mr. Justice lhl
calfe as biased.

Bray contlnued by stating that the
clags sirupggle had bean plainly shown
in the trinl, when well-croesed women
had been glven reserved seats In tha
court to gloat over tha sufferings of
himaelf and comrades, (

Sald e Acted on Orders,

H. J. Jahna was the sccond man to
ba gentenced and In @ statement made
te the court, declared i(hat anything
he had done had been done on LOB
order of the men he represented. 1
am pleased that I carrled on the -nrh.}
1 feel that it ls nfy life work,” he de-



elared, and went on to polnt out that
Any man who had not worked with
the workers could not understand the
peychology of the working elass. Men
cutside the working class, he sald, dig

not undsrstand the needs or defermin-
ation of the worker, " i

The erown, he sald, had contended
that thers wire no claases In Canada,
There were two classes—a  wurking
clnes and a eoapltallstie class—who
opposed each other. Boc'al ownership.
he clalmed, was Inevitable In tlme,
0 support human [ifa  The atrike, ha
#ald, was premeditated and brought
on by the clilzens’ commliites who
wers nfrald of the arganization of thas
Une B'g unlon.

“They beat us,” he sald; “I adm're
them far It. They beat us becniise we
did mot know enough. Punlshing ma
will not stop it. The pavchology Is
there and will remain. ad wa been
dead the Onas Blg union would hawve
Fione through this protess of forms-
tion."

Pritchard staled that he felt the
#ame way as Johna, and went on to
=ay that he was ready to go to jall Lo
serva Lhe eentence of the court., buf
“1 go' to Jall realiz'ng that If a man
f2 to b% true to himessf he cannot then
he felse to any other man,” he de-
clared.

Riames the Farmem

Aldermuin Queen referred to the op- |
poaition he and his comrades put up
when Mr. Justiea Metcalfa was ap-
pointed to take charge of the trial He
claimed that the farmers, who had
guffered loszseas through the strike,
wera not proper men to serve on the
jury. "We know that the farmers
would be willlng to hang any one who
had been on atrike.” he declared. IHe
clalmed that he was convineted mere-
ly becauss he was on the clty counc'l
and 4'd not prove sultable to the cltl-
gons’ committes,

fieorpe Armstrong, who appeared
ta be yery nervous, was interrupted
Ly Justice Mrtea!fa when he went Into
a very lengthy outllne of the docirines
he had advoested and asked If he had
anything to say nas to why the court
phould not sentence him.

Armstrong then siatsd that he was
not on strike, was not a sirike leader
and that in his m'nd the law had been |
glven an unparalieled elasticily 1o
cover his particular case.
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
