'"HEAVY INFLUX IN YEAR

i"I;'armers, Farm Labor and

.. Ottawa, Sept. 26.—“People are
willing and anxious to come, and the
surplus population of Great Britain
over pre-war days is estimated at
from’ 600,000 to 1,250,000, but-next
year’s immigration to Canada will
depend on two things—the employ-
/ment situation and the shipping
Tacilities.”

Such was the statement of Hon.
J. A. Calder, Minister of Immigra-
tion, who returned to-day from a
-8ix-weeks’ trip to the British Isles.
-He inspected there the diiferent im-
migration offices and looked into the
situation generally. JMr. Calder will
remain in Ottawa till after the rail-
way rates appeal this week, and then
will join the Tariff Commission in
f the West.

Steamers Fully Booked.

Dealing with immigration pros-
‘' pects, the Minister said that *“if un-
emplbyment in Britain this winter
18 as serious as expected there will
be a.f big movement to Canada, if
they can get away. I find, though,
that all the North Atlantic lines are

booked up for a year for regular
,and tourist traffic and a certain
;amount for immigrants,

“The shipping situation should im-
prove by spring, however, but it may
be a year before the influx is heavi-
est. A Dbetter type of pcople are
" coming than ever before from the
British 1sles. We are adopting a
very careful process of selection. As |€
& result of the act passed two years E

ago agents are much more careful
in selling tickets, seeing that the
companies _have the responsibility of
taking undesirables back.”

Mr. Calder considers inspection} y
before embarking impractieable.
“They land here.”” he said, *“at one
port. They start over there from| .
twenty ports. The inspection stafis
would have to be enormously in-
creased.”

Farm Labor and Domestics.

Speaking of bonused immigration,
the Minister stated that Canada was
* willing to do away with it, but the
i other Dominions would not. Similar-
ity of policy was desirable.

“The immi nts we are after es
i pecially,” he said, ire  farmers,
i farm labor and domesticss It would
 be very helpful if Canadizn furmers
i would give attention to better hous-

ing facilities for farm labor. As re-

{ gards domestics, there is- just asl:
\great-a shomage of this  class inj
%Sreat Britain as in Canada. They
are not disposed to go back to ser-
vice after a taste of industrial life
during the war, bur unemployment
will create a great void and cause
thousands to return to domestic
work."”

Mr. Calder visited all_the immi-
gration offices except Dublin - and
{ Belfast. He did not care to discuss
the internal situation in England.

‘Immigrants From Bellast.

New York, Sept. 26.—(By Cana-
dian Press.)——Hundreds of residents
of the North of Ireland are anxious
to emigrate to Canada, according io
Hon. J. A. Calder, Minister of Immli-
gration in the Dominion Cabinet,
who arrived here Saturday on the
Mauretania on his way buck to the
Capital after an extensive trip of in-
speciion of the Cunuadian Immigra-
tion Offices in the Old Country.,

NMr. Calder visited the agencles
of his department in England and
8cotland and found the organlzation
working efliciently. He did not go
to Ireland, but to a Canadian Press
correspondent he stated that reports
he had eived from the Belfast
office showed that there was unusual
activity there.

“QOur*Belfast office has had many
jnquiries from prospective immi-
grants recently,” he said, “and there
are indicattons that Canada will get
many new citizens from the North
of Ireland. Our Dublin office, how-
,ever, owing to conditions prevalling
at present, is merely marking time.”
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
